U Test Documents- Initial and the PLT- REQU
e Must successfully pass ONE of the following three tests-
=  ACT showing a 21 or higher composite with no sub-score lower than 18.
e  You will need to contact ACT if you do not have an official unopened copy to submit. MDE
will also need an official copy prior to your senior year.
=  OR CORE Academic Skills for Educators
e Composite test of all three Test #5751
OR Individual portions of the tests as below
See minimum scores below.

o Reading minimum score- 156 Test #5712
o  Writing minimum score- 162 Test #5722
o Mathematics minimum score- 150 Test #5732

=  OR SAT with score of at least 990 without writing
